Mr. Rosenfeld is a consultant specializing in sustainable energy policy, planning, and development for the public and private sectors. In 2003, he was retained by the Marin County Community Development Agency to help develop the energy, green building and water resource policies for the Countywide Plan update and continues to serve as a consultant on energy and sustainability issues. He helped develop, fund and serves as Director of the Marin Energy Management Team, a team of County staff and local companies working in collaboration with all of Marin’s local governments, school districts, and special districts to implement comprehensive energy efficiency in public agencies.

In 1981 he co-developed one of the first wind farms in the State of California and continued to develop independent renewable energy projects through the 1980s. Since California’s energy crises in 2000, he has advised many local governments in California on the development of sustainable energy solutions, including an energy action plan for the city of Oakland and creation of regional energy authorities (JPAs) in Humboldt and Ventura Counties. Mr. Rosenfeld received a BFA in Design from Calif. Institute of the Arts and an MA in Urban Planning from UCLA.
